Description of LTC 501 & 502 Courses

LTC 501 – Athletic Administration: Philosophy, Leadership, Organizations and Professional Programs

This flagship course of Leadership Training serves as an overview for the Certified Athletic Administrator examination. Topics discussed include: NFHS, NIAAA, Legal Issues, Communication, Budgets, Technology and Leadership Styles. The course also previews the NIAAA Certification Program and the Leadership Training Program.  It is a prerequisite for all levels of certification. A student activity manual is included.
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LTC 502 – Athletic Administration: Principles, Strategies and Methods
