TITLE IX
“I.
No person shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under education programs receiving Federal financial assistance;
II. Student athletes of both sexes shall be provided equal athletic opportunity by recipients of Federal financial assistance that offer interscholastic, club, or intramural athletics; and

III.
Student athletes, coaches, parents, and others may file complaints regarding gender discrimination or inequality of athletic opportunity with the U.S. Department of Education, Office for Civil Rights (“OCR”) within 180 days of the alleged discrimination.  A complaint may be filed online at http://www.ed.gov/ocr/complaintprocess.html or mailed to Office for Civil Rights, Chicago Office, U.S. Department of Education, Citigroup Center, 500 W. OCR has procedures for investigating complaints of alleged discrimination or inequality of athletic opportunity.”
