e Check in upon arrival at the check-in table. You will be escorted by Perpich Center for Arts
Education staff to display your artwork. If you have an art advisor setting up artwork, the
student will need to check in at the front table when they arrive.

¢ Photography: Personal photography is welcome during the event, but please be respectful
of the artwork and attendees. No lenses larger than two inches and no detachable lenses.
